On 27 January 1945, Auschwitz — a
Nazi concentration camp and
extermination camp in occupied
Poland where more than a million
people were murdered — was
liberated by the Soviet Red Army.
Most of the prisoners had been

forced onto a death march, about
7,000 had been left behind.
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The majority of those left behind
were middle-aged adults or
children younger than 15. Red
Army soldiers also found 600
corpses, 370,000 men's suits,
837,000 articles of women's

clothing, and 7.7 tons of human
hair.



Red Army general Vasily
Petrenko, commander of the 107t
Infantry Division, remarked, “l who
saw people dying every day was
shocked by the Nazis’
indescribable hatred toward the
inmates who had turned into living
skeletons.



The battle hardened Soviet
soldiers attempted to help the
survivors and were shocked at the
scale of Nazi crimes. The date is
now recoghnized as International
Holocaust Remembrance Day.



The anniversary of the date of the
liberation, Jan. 27, 1945, is
recognized by the United Nations
and the European Union as
International Holocaust
Remembrance Day.

Many of SS leaders studied at the
University of Tubingen and then
became leaders of
Einsatzgruppen in Eastern
Europe and lived on after 1945,
largely without any
consequences.



*Through various institutes whose
research “scientifically”
substantiated the ideology of the
National Socialists, Tubingen had
a decisive influence in the
German Reich.



Jobst organized a repentance
march through the location of the
labor camps. He called it the
March of Life. What began in 2007
with a one-time commemoration
and reconciliation march has
grown



into a worldwide movement that
motivates tens of thousands of
people to take to the streets
against antisemitism today and to
stand with Israel. The March of
Life has changed the lives of many
Holocaust survivors and their
families forever.



A display shows how long it took
for society to reach a general
recognition of the Holocaust.
Nevertheless, family history was
overlooked, and although
antisemitic and racist prejudices
were no longer expressed
publicly,



they continued to simmer below
the surface. The exhibition seeks
to encourage visitors to break this
silence within their own families.



Together with descendants of
German Wehrmacht, police and
SS members, they organize
memorial and reconciliation
marches at Holocaust sites in

Europe and around the world,
starting in 2007.



The core and distinguishing feature
of the March of Life movement from
other commemorative events is the
willingness of participants to work
through their own family history in
relation to involvement in National
Socialism , sometimes through
extensive research , and to take
r%slponsibility for it as far as they are
able.

Orde Wingate was a
Plymouth Brethren
revivalist Christian.
He embraced the
1917 British Balfour
Declaration which
promised the
Jewish people a
national homeland.

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In 1936 he was stationed in then
British Mandatory Palestine and
was puzzled by his fellow Brits in
the land who were now overtly
anti-dewish. Deployed to British
intelligence, he shut himself away
in a hotel room in Haifa for
months, trying to work things out.



He studied the origins of the Jewish-
Arab conflict, the Hebrew Bible and
also Hebrew — which within a few
years he would be speaking fluently.
He came out of the hotel room an
undying Zionist convinced that the
times he was living in were of Biblical
proportion and God was about to act:
and Wingate, was here to be part of
that plan.



At the time Arab gangs were
murdering defenseless farmers
and families on kibbutzim in the
Jezreel valley. The British refused
to get involved so as not to
jeopardize the flow of Arab oil
running through their pipeline in
the heart of the Jezreel valley.
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Formally, he was charged by the
British to protect the pipeline. In
setting up the Special Night
Squads of Jewish Fighters
Wingate believed he had finally
discovered why God had put him
on earth.



He used the Israelite battles of the
Bible as a blueprint for success:
but not just any battle. He turned
to the battle between Gideon and
the Midianites which took place in
the exact same Jezreel Valley,



and studied their art of war.
Seeing himself as a Gideon, he
was commanding a small group of
soldiers to defeat the Arab
“Midianites,”



Wingate trained the small groups
of lightly equipped men to move
silently under the cover of
darkness, gather intelligence and
attack an enemy where the enemy
least expected it — in their own
backyard.



There had not been a Jewish
military operation like this in over
two thousand years. The Special
Night Squads succeeded all
expectations. Attack was the form
of defense. Sabotage ceased, the
pipeline was kept safe and the
Arab marauders were defeated.
